Global spotlight 20.1:
Key additions for the first half of August 2022

There is one newly added evidence synthesis in the public-health measures part of the COVID-END inventory of
‘best’ evidence syntheses*, one newly added evidence synthesis and eight updates to living evidence syntheses that
are already included in the clinical management part of the inventory, and one newly added synthesis in the health-
system arrangements part of the inventory.

*COVID-END assigns ‘best’ status to evidence syntheses based on an assessment of how up-to-date they are (i.c., the date of the last search, with priority given to living reviews), quality
(using the AMSTAR tool), and whether there is an evidence profile available (e.g., GRADE).
